Ecological Benefits

Brown blades can be cut away in spring to promote new
growth; Can divide every few years to promote upright
Food source for butterflies and other birds growth and flowering; Seed plumes remain on the plant
throughout the winter; Appears lighter in color in the winter;
Requires average watering (water two times per week during
the summer and once per week during the rest of the year)
