Raised Bed Garden Retaining Wall Blocks Layout

Follow the layouts below for any raised bed garden you construct using retaining wall blocks. Your garden may
be smaller or larger, but the positioning of the blocks should mimic these diagrams in order to create a sturdy,
long-lasting garden border.

3-Sided Raised Bed Garden Layout
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Red Line = Spray Painted Border for Garden
Each Square in Grid =4inx4in

Each Retaining Wall Brick =12“Lx8"W x4"H
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3-Sided Raised Bed Garden (3 ft 8 in x 13 ft 8 in Outside Perimeter)
Against School Building Wall
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*Don‘t forget that the 2™ layer of Retaining Wall Blocks must be a flip-flopped
version of the 1° layer {as demonstrated in this diagram), so that the 2" layer
straddles the 1 layer in order to create more stable walls for the garden.
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4-Sided Raised Bed Garden Layout

Red Line = Spray Painted Border for Garden
Each Square in Grid =4 inx 4 in

Each Retaining Wall Brick =12"L x 8"W x 4"H

Grass around the Perimeter of the Garden
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straddlies the 1°t layer in order to create more stable walls for the garden.
